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WHAT’S HAPPENING WHERE AND WHY?

First, let’s talk about the proposal to build an
addition to our building. We finally got a plan
that worked, that would provide private
classroom additions, plus a double room with
the divider open. This room could give us two
classrooms, and also could be used for the food

pantry.
For us to get church approval, we had to have half the money in cash and
pledges. We did that.
We then had to ask Father Len, as Canonical Pastor, to approve it.

Then, just as we were about to send the information to Bishop Rankin for his
approval, the state said we would have to put in a fire suppression system, and
things ground to a halt again. We drafted another letter to explain that this
addition was not to particularly increase capacity, but to provide more room for
things other than weekend Mass. The state then allowed it. They have,
however, put a capacity limit on it, which in summer might mean the possibility of
two Masses on Sunday. On the last day of September, | brought the proposal to
the diocesan office for the bishop.

While all this was going on, Hope Lutheran notified us that they were going to
close and invited us to buy their church. Truthfully, all of the council members
who looked at it thought it was something we couldn’t pass up at the price it was
offered to us. So, we will own that once we can get all the paperwork in order. In
the short term, we could use it for extra classroom space, and also use it as our
food pantry. It could also be used for days of reflection and retreat.

In talking with the contractor for the building addition, it appears that it is too late
to start until spring. That being the case, it is my thought that we could start
fundraising now so that by the time the building could be started, we would have
our pledge drive mostly completed.

Finally, this is why we plan on going ahead with the addition: On Wednesday, we
need 11 classes. We will start this year with three classes at the rectory, two at

the United Church of Christ, one in another teacher’s

home, and five in church. With no changes to the
Lutheran church, we would still be short. We can use
